Dear friends in Christ, 
 

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Presen-
tation of the Lord. Here are excerpts from a 
homily of Pope Francis given on this feast 
in 2018 to help us reflect more deeply on its 
significance. 

Forty days after Christmas, we celebrate the Lord who 
enters the Temple and comes to encounter his people. In 
the Christian East, this feast is called the ñFeast of En-
counterò: it is the encounter between God, who became a 
child to bring newness to our world, and an expectant 
humanity, represented by the elderly man and woman in 
the Temple. 

In the Temple, there is also an encounter between two 
couples: the young Mary and Joseph, and the elderly Sim-
eon and Anna. The old receive from the young, while the 
young draw upon the old. In the Temple, Mary and Jo-
seph find the roots of their people. This is important be-
cause Godôs promise does not come to fulfillment merely 
in individuals, once for all, but within a community and 
throughout history. There too, Mary and Joseph find the 
roots of their faith, for faith is not something learned from 
a book, but the art of living with God learned from the 
experience of those who have gone before us. The two 
young people, in meeting the two older people, thus find 
themselves. And the two older people, nearing the end of 
their days, receive Jesus, the meaning of their lives. This 
event fulfills the prophecy of Joel: ñYour old men shall 
dream dreams, and your young men shall see vi-
sionsò (2:28). In this encounter, the young see their mis-
sion and the elderly realize their dreams. All because, at 
the center of the encounter, is Jesus... 

Let us look to our own lives... Everything started in an 
encounter with the Lord... 

At the end of the Gospels, there is another encounter with 
Jesus... It is that of the women before the tomb. They had 
gone to encounter the dead; their journey seemed use-
lessé But like those women, keep moving forward, with-
out worrying about whatever heavy stones need to be re-
moved (cf. Mk 16:3). And like those women, be the first to 
meet the Lord, risen and alive. Cling to him (cf. Mt 28:9) 
and go off immediately to tell your brothers and sisters, 
your eyes gleaming with joy (cf. v. 8). In this way, you are 
the Churchôs perennial dawn. I ask you to renew this very 
day your encounter with Jesus, to walk together towards 
him. For this will give light to your eyes and strength to 
your steps. POPE FRANCIS 

May the light of Christ illuminate our hearts and lead us to his 
heavenly kingdom!

(7-years or older) seeking baptism or confirmation are 
invited to inquire at the parish office for information 
about adult preparation.

For those with prior marriages, 
additional time may be required. Marriages are celebrated 
in the parish in which one of the Catholic parties lives.

In the case of serious illness or failing health due to old 
age, parishioners should ask the church for the Sacrament 
of Anointing. This sacrament is administered by a priest 
and is best celebrated communally at a Sunday Mass, but 
may be offered individually by appointment as necessary. 
When a parishioner is near death, they should receive 
Holy Communion, called the Sacrament of Viaticum 
(food for the journey). This sacrament can be 
administered by a priest, deacon, or a eucharistic minister.

Stewardship Bulletin Reflection 

Feast of the Presentation of the Lord 

MAL 3:1-4; PS 24:7-10; HEB 2:14-18; LK 2:22-
40 or LK 2:22-32 

Today we celebrate the 
Feast of the Presentation of 

the Lord, when Mary and Joseph 
brought their infant Son to the Temple 
in obedience to the laws of their Jew-
ish faith.  This is a beautiful, and in 
many ways, mysterious feast ð and one that is filled with 
lessons for a stewardship way of life. 

Our Gospel passage from Luke, recounting the details of the 
Presentation, teaches us a stewardship lesson through the ex-
ample of St. Joseph and the Blessed Mother, the ñHoly Par-
ents.ò Even knowing their Son was God, they still carefully 
observed the faith practices of their day bringing him to the 
temple ñto present Him to the Lord, just as it is written in the 
law of the Lord.ò Later in the passage we read that, ñWhen 
they had fulfilled all the prescriptions of the law of the Lord, 
they returned to their own town of Nazareth.ò The Holy Par-
ents were good stewards of their child, teaching Him to live in 
obedience to the practices of their faith from His infancy and 
throughout His ñgrowing upò years. 

Those of us entrusted with the care of children ð whether our 
own children, godchildren, nieces, and nephews, grandchil-
dren, or students ð have a vital role to play in the faith for-
mation of these young ones. We, like the Holy Parents, must 
steward these children well, forming them in the faith by both 
instruction and example throughout their lives. What a privi-
lege and high calling we have as Christian stewards. Let us 
take these stewardship lessons to heart and present our gifts 
and our young ones joyfully to the Lord.
